3.3.8. Teaching Methods

Teaching is done through class room lectures, demonstration, power point
presentations, field work and survey, participation in seminars and excavations
(Depending upon the season’s Work and permission), and Workshop and Library
Reading.

3.3.9. Methods of Assessment

Written exam for 60 Marks and 40 marks for internal assessment, for the theory
papers. Written exams of 3 hours would be conducted for the external exams.
Dissertation will be evaluated by external examiner marks and Viva Voce will be
conducted to test the qualification of the students, according to the UGC regulations.
